Mike Hazelwood introduced our guest speaker as a 34 year 
employee of Big Rivers Electric.  Dave Crockett is the Vice 
President of System Operations for Big Rivers.  The big 
question on everyone’s mind is could a blackout occur in 
Henderson due to the heavy demand of power usage?  
According to Crockett and a study ordered a couple of years 
ago by then governor Paul Patton, it is not likely that a blackout 
would occur in Kentucky because the number of power plants 
exceeds the in state demand.  This theory holds true for 
Henderson, which meets and exceeds the demands of 
consumers, in spite of the very hot weather we have been 
experiencing. 
 

Even though it is not likely, no one can guarantee that there are no sets of 
circumstances or events that would cause a blackout.  According to Dave, although 
no one wants to talk about it, there are preventative measures that could be taken if 
the threat appeared to be there, such as load shedding - purposefully shutting off 
electricity to customers to prevent a loss of control and the automatic shutdown of 
power plants.
